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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err when it granted the defendants-appellees’ motion for summary judgment on the plaintiff-appellant’s claim asserting a fraudulent transfer under the Ohio Uniform Fraudulent Transfer Act: Ohio does not recognize reverse piercing of the corporate veil, which allows a judgment creditor to bypass the normal collection procedure of attaching the debtor’s shares in the corporation, to impose liability on the corporation for the principal’s debt.
Because Ohio does not recognize the theory of reverse piercing of the corporate veil, the plaintiff-appellant had no standing to bring the fraudulent-transfer claim against the corporation, since she was not a creditor of the corporation.
