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SUMMARY:




Where appellant father in a permanent custody case failed to file an appellate brief, his appeal is dismissed pursuant to App.R. 18(C).



Appellant mother in a permanent custody case did not have standing to appeal the portion of the juvenile court’s judgment denying paternal grandmother’s petition for custody where paternal grandmother did not appeal from the judgment. 




The juvenile court’s grant of permanent custody to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services was supported by sufficient evidence and was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where there was clear and convincing evidence to support the findings that the grant of permanent custody was in the best interest of the children and that the children could not be placed with either parent within a reasonable time or should not be placed with either parent.
