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SUMMARY:



The trial court properly recast as a claim for legal malpractice a former client’s claim against an attorney and his law firm for breach of contract, because a claim that challenges the manner of an attorney’s representation of a client, no matter how labeled, is a claim for malpractice, and the court properly granted summary judgment for the attorney and the firm on the malpractice claim when it was brought over a year after the cause of action had accrued.
