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SUMMARY:



The trial court did not err in dismissing plaintiffs-consumers’ class-action complaint under Civ.R. 12(B)(6), because the claims were preempted by the Poultry Products Inspection Act (“PPIA”) where plaintiffs alleged that statements on the poultry labels of chicken they had purchased were misleading:  the PPIA mandates that the label-approval process specifically evaluate whether the labeling is misleading in any particular, plaintiffs’ state-law claims would attach additional or different terms to the labeling, and the preemption clause broadly covers any additional or different requirements.
