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SUMMARY:





The trial court had subject-matter jurisdiction and jurisdiction over this particular case to issue a domestic violence civil protection order against respondent-father pursuant to R.C. 3113.31(A)(2), (B), and (E)(1)(d).



The scope of the domestic violence civil protection order issued by the trial court was not an abuse of discretion where the trial court determined that parenting time with father was not in the best interest of the children after the children stated that he had sexually abused them, father’s expert witness testified that the children believed that they had been sexually abused by father, and the children’s behavior improved upon separation from father. 




The trial court did not abuse its discretion in permitting the social worker from the Mayerson Center for Safe and Healthy Children to testify as an expert because she was qualified pursuant to Evid.R. 702; however, the trial court should have excluded the social worker’s ultimate conclusion that the parties’ children had been sexually abused by father because it was outside the scope of her role in interviewing the children, but the error was harmless because the conclusion was cumulative to the other evidence supporting the trial court’s issuance of the domestic violence civil protection order.
