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SUMMARY:



The trial court did not err in dismissing for lack of subject-matter jurisdiction appellants’ appeal of a resolution of the Hamilton County Board of Commissioners abolishing land registration, because the board acted legislatively, and not administratively; therefore, no appeal lies from the resolution.
