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SUMMARY:

Because the plaintiffs’ breach-of-contract claim was simply a restatement of their negligence and breach-of-fiduciary duty claims, the gist of the action was in tort, and the four-year statute of limitations for tort claims found in R.C. 2305.09(D) applied to the entire action.
The cause of action accrues on a professional-negligence claim on the date when the negligent act occurs, and the delayed-damages rule does not apply.
The plaintiffs’ professional-negligence cause of action accrued when the defendant allegedly failed to follow the business partners’ instructions in procuring key man insurance and negligently caused the issuance of an individual policy in the name of one of partners with his wife named as the beneficiary, and not on the date when the proceeds of the individual policy were paid to the business partner’s wife.
