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SUMMARY:

Where defendant was indicted for failing to notify of an address change and failing to verify his current address based upon a 2006 conviction for attempted abduction without a sexual motivation, the trial court did not err in granting defendant’s motion to dismiss the indictment:  defendant did not have a duty to register as a child-victim-oriented offender under the Adam Walsh Act, because he had committed his crime before its effective date; and the record contains no evidence to show the age of the victim or that the victim was not defendant’s child, prerequisites for requiring defendant to register as a child-victim-oriented offender under Megan’s Law.
