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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err by affirming the accountancy board’s revocation of a certified public accountant certificate where evidence that the accountant had been convicted of two unauthorized-use-of-property offenses was sufficient to support the board’s disciplinary action under R.C. 4701.16(A)(6), because the offenses involved elements of dishonesty or fraud.
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
