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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court’s decision to continue the juvenile’s classification as a Tier I sex offender under Ohio’s version of the federal Adam Walsh Act was not an abuse of discretion where the record shows that the magistrate and the juvenile court carefully considered the statutory factors and the evidence supported the decision.
