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SUMMARY:



The common pleas court had no jurisdiction to entertain defendant’s postconviction motion seeking resentencing for his community-control violations, because the motion was not reviewable under any postconviction procedure provided by statute or rule, and his sentences were not void:  the trial court had not demonstrably lacked the authority to impose a prison term, because in the absence of a transcript of the prior sentencing hearing, the record cannot be said to show the alleged deficiency in R.C. 2929.19(B)(4) notification; and the trial court, in originally sentencing defendant, had had the discretion and statutory authority to order that his community-control sanctions be served consecutively to the prison term imposed for another offense.
