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SUMMARY:





 The trial court erred in ordering defendant’s prison term for failing to comply with an order or signal of a police officer, a third-degree felony, to be served consecutively to a prison term previously imposed by a Kentucky court for another felony offense where the record shows that the court imposed the consecutive term under the erroneous understanding that a consecutive sentence was required under R.C. 2929.14(C):  the relevant sentencing statutes, when read together, unambiguously permitted the trial court to order a consecutive sentence, but did not require that result.
