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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err by ordering defendant, who was convicted of misdemeanor theft, to pay restitution to a bank because under R.C. 2929.28(A)(1), a bank that cashes a forged check and then recredits its depositor’s account is a victim to which the forger can be required to pay restitution.
