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SUMMARY:

Under Marsy’s Law, a crime victim is entitled to a writ of prohibition restraining the trial court judge from enforcing an order allowing the criminal defendant and his counsel to access the victim’s residence:  a trial court has no authority to issue an order to a nonparty in a criminal case requiring the nonparty to allow a criminal defendant to access the nonparty’s private residence, and the victim has no other adequate remedy at law.
