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SUMMARY:

A hospital failed to meet its burden to show that nurses’ employee files were confidential under the peer-review privilege where it failed to show that it had a peer-review committee for nurses, where nothing in the record showed that a peer-review committee ever investigated the case in question, and where the disputed documents were available from an original source, the hospital’s human resources department.
