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SUMMARY:

Where five siblings remained subject to a complaint in a dependency action, pursuant to R.C. 2505.02(B)(2) the juvenile court’s order dismissing a deceased child from the complaint was not a final order from which the parents could appeal because the parents were not aggrieved by the dismissal and would not be denied effective relief in the future absent immediate review of the trial court’s order.
Because the juvenile court has jurisdiction over any child alleged to be abused at the time that the complaint is filed, and because R.C. 2151.031(C) provides that an abused child is one who “[e]xhibits evidence of any physical or mental injury or death, inflicted other than by accidental means, or an injury or death which is at variance with the history given of it,” the juvenile court has jurisdiction to adjudicate a child who is deceased as an abused child.
