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The probate court did not abuse its discretion in removing the trustees of a family trust from their fiduciary positions under R.C. 5807.06(B)(3) where the trustees continued to administer the trust for nearly ten years after the established termination date of the trust and where the trustees did not provide any written communication to the beneficiaries regarding the administration of the trust for several years and then only sporadically.  



Due process was satisfied prior to the removal of the trustees where the trustees had notice that they may be removed from their fiduciary positions by the probate court’s repeated warnings of that possibility and where the trustees were afforded an opportunity to defend themselves prior to their removal.   
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
