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SUMMARY:



The common pleas court properly dismissed for lack of jurisdiction defendant’s postconviction “Motion to Vacate Void Judgment,” challenging his cocaine-possession conviction on grounds that it violated his constitutional right to an indictment and his R.C. 2945.75 right to be sentenced for the least degree of the offense:  the right-to-indictment claim was reviewable under the postconviction statutes, but did not satisfy the R.C. 2953.23 jurisdictional requirements for entertaining a late postconviction claim; the R.C. 2945.75 claim was not reviewable under any postconviction statute or rule; and the judgment of conviction could not be corrected under the jurisdiction to correct a void judgment, because it was entered by a court having personal and subject-matter jurisdiction.
