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SUMMARY:
The trial court did not err in weighing father’s failure to complete counseling against him in its best-interest analysis where, although the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services (“HCJFS”) was unable to refer father for counseling, HCJFS recommended agencies where father could complete counseling, and provided reasonable and diligent case planning and efforts overall.

The juvenile court did not err in awarding permanent custody of the children to HCJFS where clear-and-convincing evidence supported the court’s decision.
