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SUMMARY:

The trial court erred by failing to impose the statutorily mandated Tier I sex offender classification as part of defendant’s sentence for voyeurism in violation of R.C. 2907.08.

The trial court’s failure to inform defendant of the effect of his guilty pleas to petty offenses pursuant to Crim.R. 11(B)(1) was a complete failure to comply with the requirements of Crim.R. 11(E); where there is a complete failure to comply with the rule, a prejudice analysis is not necessary and the guilty pleas must be vacated.
