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SUMMARY:






The trial court did not err in admitting a witness’s testimony about defendant’s prior convictions where defense counsel elicited the witness’s answer on cross-examination.  Additional evidence in the form of certified copies of defendant’s prior convictions constituted propensity evidence in violation of Evid.R. 404(B), but any error was harmless because the jury permissibly knew about those convictions through the witness’s testimony.  [But see DISSENT:  The trial court’s erroneous admission of the certified copies of defendant’s prior misdemeanor convictions was not harmless where the case turned on witness credibility.]

Defendant’s conviction for voyeurism was not against the weight of the evidence because it was the duty of the jury to make credibility determinations.
