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SUMMARY:
 



Where the parties are unable to demonstrate the existence of an issue of material fact with respect to a necessary element of their respective claims, the trial court was correct to grant cross-motions for summary judgment. 



The existence of a notice provision does not prevent a contract from being terminable at will.




The court correctly granted summary judgment on defendant’s counterclaim for unfair competition by sham litigation where defendant could not show that plaintiff had the subjective intent to injure defendant’s ability to be competitive.
