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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in imposing a prison term for defendant’s failure-to-stop offense, a nonviolent fifth-degree felony; R.C. 2929.13(b)(1)(a) did not require the trial court to impose a community-control sanction because the condition in R.C. 2929.13(B)(1)(a)(iii) did not apply to defendant where he had a prior conviction for a misdemeanor offense of violence committed within two years prior to the offense for which sentence was being imposed.

The trial court did not err by imposing consecutive sentences where the court engaged in the required analysis under R.C. 2929.14(C)(4) and its findings were supported by the record.
