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SUMMARY:

Where the state presented evidence at the discretionary-bindover hearing that the juvenile admitted he fired a gun at people and police recovered the gun and found it to be operable, the state met its burden to establish probable cause that the juvenile engaged in conduct that would have constituted felonious assault and accompanying firearm specifications if he had been an adult, and therefore, the juvenile court erred by finding no probable cause to believe that the juvenile had committed the charged acts.
