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SUMMARY:





The juvenile court did not err by failing to reference specific facts when ruling on objections to a magistrate’s factual findings that it adopted because Juv.R. 40(D)(4)(d) does not impose such a requirement. 




The evidence was insufficient to support a delinquency adjudication for obstructing official business, where the record did not establish that the juvenile’s acts of closing a back door to a house and momentarily retreating from the back room of the house caused any substantial stoppage of an officer’s progress in investigating a report of occupants in a house that was supposed to be vacant.
