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SUMMARY:






The trial court did not err in permitting the state to amend the complaint to include a previously omitted subsection of the child enticement statute where the substance of the complaint adequately notified defendant of the charge against him, the amendment did not change the identity of the offense charged, and defendant suffered no prejudice as a result of the amendment.
