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SUMMARY:




The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in defendant’s favor on a breach-of-contract claim where the contract unambiguously absolved defendant of personal financial liability.




The trial court did not err by not addressing plaintiff’s promissory estoppel claim where the complaint did not allege that defendant had breached an oral promise; rather, because the claim was based on a signed written agreement, promissory estoppel did not apply and plaintiff could not prevail on that claim.
