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SUMMARY:


Clear and convincing evidence supported the juvenile court’s decision to grant permanent custody of the child to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services, where the record demonstrated that father was inconsistent with visits with the child and attendance at the child’s therapeutic, educational appointments and parenting enrichment classes, and that father failed to prove that he could maintain stable housing and income, meet the child’s medical and developmental needs, and participate in recommended individual therapy, as required by the case plan for reunification.

The appellate court reviews the juvenile court’s “best-interest” determination to see whether it is supported by clear and convincing evidence. 
The record reflects that clear and convincing evidence supported the trial court’s judgment under R.C. 2151.414(B)(1)(d) and the best-interest determinations under R.C. 2151.414(D).
