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SUMMARY:




The trial court properly imposed the 12-month prison sentence where, although this was defendant’s first felony conviction, his conviction for improperly handling a firearm in a motor vehicle under R.C. 2923.16(B) encompasses having a firearm “on or about the offender’s person or under the offender’s control,” which is an exception under R.C. 2929.13(B)(1)(b)(i) where a trial court can impose a prison sentence, instead of community control, for a fourth-degree felony.
