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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not abuse its discretion in denying grandmother’s motion for legal custody and granting permanent custody of the child to a children’s services agency where the child had been in the custody of children’s services since birth, the child had anxiety disorder and his therapist had concerns for the child’s stability, the child’s foster parents provided a stable environment for the child and wished to adopt him, and the juvenile court was not required to place preference on grandmother’s familial relationship.
