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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not abuse its discretion in denying class certification where the trial court found that the numerosity requirement was lacking.
Because all Civ.R. 23(A) requirements are necessary for class certification, a reviewing court may affirm a denial of class certification upon a finding that the trial court acted within its discretion as to even a single requirement.
