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SUMMARY:

When the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services filed a fourth amended complaint for permanent custody, the juvenile court erred when it conducted a dispositional hearing after former R.C. 2151.35(B)(1)’s 90-day deadline expired, because the statute’s mandatory deadline required the court to dismiss the complaint without prejudice when a dispositional hearing was not held within 90 days of the filing of the complaint alleging child abuse, neglect, and/or dependency. 

The juvenile court erred when it ruled that a complaint containing no changes or alterations to the allegations or facts contained in a previous complaint was an amended complaint. 
The juvenile court erred when it ruled that the parties entered an express waiver of former R.C. 2151.35(B)(1)’s 90-day deadline, because the juvenile court had no authority to obtain an express waiver following the expiration of the statute’s 90-day deadline.  
JUDGMENT:

REVERSED AND CASE REMANDED.
