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SUMMARY:





The trial court did not abuse its discretion in granting an order restraining defendant, a nonresidential parent, from accessing her son’s health and scholastic records, along with her ability to attend medical and school-related appointments, where the record reflected that defendant had a history of harassing the child’s medical providers to obtain his records, and appearing unannounced at the child’s medical appointments.
