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SUMMARY:


The domestic relations court did not abuse its discretion in issuing a parenting-time schedule that gave mother more time with the children where the record supported the findings of fact relied upon in issuing the schedule. 

The domestic relations court did not abuse its discretion in issuing a parenting time schedule different from the recommendation of the parenting investigator where the court found that the schedule was not in the best interest of the children pursuant to R.C. 3109.04.
