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SUMMARY:
Where, pursuant to R.C. 3105.171(I), the trial court had no authority to modify a property division in the parties’ divorce decree because both parties did not consent to the modification, the trial court did not err in denying plaintiff’s Civ.R. 60(B) motion for relief from judgment.   
The exception to R.C. 3105.171(I) set forth in R.C. 3105.89(A) was inapplicable and did not give the trial court authority to modify a property division in the parties’ divorce decree.
