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SUMMARY:

Defendant’s conviction for criminal damaging was supported by sufficient evidence and was not against the weight of the evidence where credible testimony established that defendant broke the back window, front windshield and headlights of the victim’s vehicle. 
The trial court erred in imposing a no-contact order when the defendant was not placed on community control.
