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SUMMARY:






In a malpractice action, where the allegedly negligent physician cannot be held liable for medical malpractice because the statute of repose extinguished the claim against him, the physician’s employer cannot be held liable on the basis of vicarious liability, and therefore the trial court did not err in granting summary judgment to the physician’s employer because the statute of repose extinguished the claim as to both the physician and the employer.
