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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not err in denying counsel for father’s request for a continuance at the permanent-custody trial on the basis that father could not be present, and on the basis that the GAL report had been untimely filed: father had notice of the hearing but indicated he could not participate at the hearing in person or virtually because of his emotional state, but father gave no indication of when he might be able to participate, and father’s counsel did not indicate that he had not read the GAL report, or that he was not otherwise prepared for trial.  
The juvenile court did not err in granting permanent custody of father’s children to Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services (“HCJFS”) where HCJFS used reasonable efforts to maintain the family unit prior to the children’s removal by providing father with intensive in-home therapy services and food stamps, however, father continued to struggle financially and with managing the children, and some of the children alleged that father, a former drug user, had been using and selling drugs in the home, and father had failed to comply with the required drug screens.
