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SUMMARY:
The trial court did not err in finding that an assignment by a customer of any claim that he had and/or proceeds that he might be entitled to receive from the person at fault in an automobile accident to an auto-body-repair shop was invalid because liability for the accident had not yet been established and, at the time of the assignment, the customer did not have a right to any proceeds.
The trial court did not err in finding that an auto-body-repair shop and its customer failed to prove diminution-in-value damages against defendant, who was at fault for an automobile accident with the customer, because while they presented evidence of the cost of repairs to the customer’s truck, they failed to present evidence as to the truck’s value immediately before and after the accident.
