 The trial court erred in granting defendant’s motion to dismiss the complaint on constitutional speedy-trial grounds:  the court failed to consider all the factors set forth in Barker v. Wingo, 407 U.S. 514, 92 S.Ct. 2182, 33 L.Ed.2d 101 (1972), including the absence of some particularized evidentiary prejudice from the almost nine-month postaccusation delay, and a consideration of all the factors weighed against a constitutional violation.
