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SUMMARY:





 The trial court erred by imposing a definite sentence for a second-degree-felony offense, instead of an indefinite sentence as required by the Reagan Tokes Law, which is not unconstitutional on its face.  See State v. Guyton, 1st Dist. Hamilton No. C-190657, 2022-Ohio-2962.
