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SUMMARY:
The trial court erred in dismissing plaintiff’s complaint based on the medical-claim statute of repose where the allegations in the complaint failed to show that the use of the equipment in question was inherently necessary to the surgery or that the use of the equipment arose from the physician-ordered treatment.
