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SUMMARY:



Where defendant was convicted of improperly discharging a firearm after discharging her gun indiscriminately into the night after a barrage of bullets hit her apartment, she did not have a bona fide belief that she was in imminent danger of death or great bodily harm and that her only means of escape was in use of such force because she did not see who the assailant was and the barrage of shots had ceased by the time defendant discharged her firearm.
