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SUMMARY:
The trial court did not err in sua sponte dismissing the case as moot where, in a prior appeal in the same case, the appellate court had remanded the case to the civil service commission and the civil service commission complied with the appellate court’s mandate upon remand, leaving the parties without an actual controversy capable of judicial redress.

Plaintiff-appellant’s procedural-due-process rights were not infringed where he was given notice of the grounds for dismissal and an opportunity to respond. 

Res judicata prevented plaintiff-appellant from relitigating issues decided in a previous appeal in the same case.
