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SUMMARY:





 The court of common pleas did not err by dismissing on mootness grounds an administrative appeal of the Ohio Department of Aging’s (“ODA”) decision denying appellant’s application to become a provider for an ODA administered program where the record demonstrates that ODA certified the appellant as a provider during the pendency of the administrative appeal and that any decision by the lower court on the merits of the appeal could not afford appellant any additional relief.
