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SUMMARY:






There was insufficient evidence to support the juvenile’s adjudication for having weapons under disability where the state did not establish that the juvenile was a fugitive from justice.  



The juvenile’s adjudication for carrying a concealed weapon was supported by sufficient evidence and was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the juvenile had a firearm in his pocket, he did not present affirmative evidence at trial that he was in his own home when he was arrested, and there was sufficient evidence to authenticate the firearm.
