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SUMMARY:




The juvenile court did not err in granting permanent custody of the children to Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services (“HCJFS”) where the children had been in the temporary custody of HCJFS for more than 12 of 22 consecutive months and where the children could not be placed with either parent because mother and father lacked stable housing and failed to engage in recommended services for  sobriety, mental health, and individual counseling. 
The juvenile court did not err in determining that the termination of mother’s and father’s parental rights was in the best interest of the children where mother’s substance-abuse issues persisted, father failed to engage in services, father and mother lacked stable housing, and where the children had bonded with their respective foster families.
