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SUMMARY:






The trial court did not err by determining that plaintiff’s conduct in filing duplicative claims constituted frivolous conduct under R.C. 2323.51(A)(2)(a)(II) where no reasonable attorney would have brought the action in light of existing law.

                        The trial court did not abuse its discretion by determining the plaintiff’s conduct in filing  duplicative claims constituted frivolous conduct under R.C. 2323.51(A)(2)(a)(I) where the claim caused unnecessary delay and a needless increase in the cost of litigation.
