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SUMMARY:

Defense counsel was not ineffective for failing to file a jury demand on a petty offense where defendant could not demonstrate that the result of the bench trial would have been different had defense counsel filed a jury demand.
The trial court did not deprive defendant of the right to counsel where the trial court required defense counsel to conduct the trial instead of the legal intern.
The trial court’s comments toward defense counsel did not exhibit judicial bias where the record reflects that the trial court’s rulings were based on the trial testimony and not bias or prejudice.

Defendant’s convictions for theft were not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the trial court determined that the testimony of the witnesses was credible.
