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SUMMARY:

Where defendant was convicted of rape, he cannot be classified as a sexual predator under the Megan’s Law version of former R.C. 2950.09(B) where the indictment contained sexually-violent-predator specifications, but the state dismissed those specifications pursuant to a plea bargain:  R.C. 2950.09(B)(1)(a)(ii) provides for a sexual-predator-classification hearing where the indictment did not contain a sexually-violent-predator specification, and because defendant’s indictment did contain sexually-violent-predator specifications, which the state ultimately dismissed in a plea bargain, he cannot be classified as sexual predator under the statute.
